BLENDED:
God is peeling off layers (like an onion) of fear and apathy in our adults SO THAT they’ll lead and take ownership.

Dear friends, you always followed my instructions when I was with you.  And now that I am away, it is even more important.  Work hard to show the results of your salvation, obeying God with deep reverence and fear.  For God is working in you, giving you the desire and the power to do what pleases him (Philippians 2:12-13 NLT). 
But Jesus told him, “Anyone who puts a hand to the plow and then looks back is not fit for the Kingdom of God” (Luke 9:62 NLT).

“What does Jesus want from us?  Total dedication, not halfhearted commitment.  We can’t pick and choose among Jesus’ ideas and follow Him selectively; we have to accept the cross along with the crown, judgment as well as mercy.  We must count the cost and be willing to abandon everything else that has given us security.  With our focus on Jesus, we should allow nothing to distract us from the manner of living that He calls good and true” (From the YouVersion Life Application Study Bible Commentary).

STYLE:

Our generation is so far from God’s heart, whether it’s by choice and/or they don’t know how to come near, and this saddens God.  His heart breaks knowing this and our hearts should break as well, so much so that it drives us to love and go after people.
But now you have been united with Christ Jesus.  Once you were far away from God, but now you have been brought near to him through the blood of Christ (Ephesians 2:13 NLT).
Wherever your treasure is, there the desires of your heart will also be (Matthew 6:21 NLT).

Don’t copy the behavior and customs of this world, but let God transform you into a new person by changing the way you think. Then you will learn to know God’s will for you, which is good and pleasing and perfect (Romans 12:2 NLT).
