Start Reading It

· 15 minutes – start light; God is not looking for a marathon reader; Quality, not Quantity!
· Choose a version you can understand (NIV, NLT, etc).
· Have a set reading plan rather than “Scripture Roulette” (Youversion; Proverb-of-the-day; Devotional w/set reading plan)
· Journal – write down your thoughts, revelations, and questions
· Process with others what you have been reading and what has been revealed to you through your reading
Start Living It

· Apply the Word of God to your daily life
James 1:22-25
22 “But don’t just listen to God’s word.  You must do what it says.  Otherwise, you are only fooling yourselves.  23 For if you listen to the word and don’t obey, it is like glancing at your face in a mirror.  24 You see yourself, walk away, and forget what you look like.  25 But if you look carefully into the perfect law that sets you free, and if you do what it says and don’t forget what you heard, then God will bless you for doing it.”

Joshua 1:8
8 “Study this Book of Instruction continually.  Meditate on it day and night so you will be sure to obey everything written in it.  Only then will you prosper and succeed in all you do.”
S – Scripture: Read the Bible according to your set reading plan.
O – Observation: Select a verse or passage that stands out to you in particular.
A – Application: How can you apply that scripture to your daily life?
P – Prayer: Pray that God will help you live out the selected passage on a daily basis.
